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The Manchester Community Mikvah was one of the first post war Mikva’os to be built in Europe. 

In 1953 Dayan Y.Y Weiss z'l (Av Beis Din of Manchester Beis Din), Dayan Y Golditch z’l and the 
MBD led a campaign to revive the important Mitzvah of going to Mikvah (In halocho, building a 
Mikvah comes before building a shul).

Eventually, after many months of planning and fundraising, the first community Mikvah opened 
on Tetlow Lane. To this day all the hiddurim and chumros as written in the famous 'Minchas 
Yitzchok' responsa of Dayan Weiss z’l have been kept intact at the Manchester Community 
Mikvah on Tetlow Lane.

The Tetlow Lane Mikvah has been the blueprint for many other Mikva’os in the world, all wanting 
to implement the hiddurim and chumros of Dayan Weiss z'l.

Following the departure of Dayan Weiss z'l, the Mikvah was entrusted to Dayan O Westheim z'l 
who for many years took great pride in upholding the standards laid out by Dayan Weiss z'l.

Boruch Hashem today we are blessed with an extremely dedicated Rabbinical Mikvah Committee 
including Horav Y.D.M Warfman Shlit’a and Horav E.P Levy Shlit’a who ensure that the Mikvah is 
Halachically sound & that any particular needs are met, with privacy and dignity.

The Mikvah has not been extensively refurbished, since it's inception in 1953.

The project is the result of two years of work to create a beautifully designed state-of-the-art Mikvah, 
whilst safeguarding the design and structure that Dayan Weiss zt''l meticulously built.

-Each bathroom will be extended to provide a new luxurious dressing area.

Dayan Weiss specified a unique Halachic and practical feature - each Mikvah has a directly connected 
bathroom, with no need to walk through corridors to reach a Mikvah.. Hence, there are seven Mikva’os for 
twelve bathrooms.

There is no metal at all in the building of the Mikva’os 
and Boiros

The roof on which the water is collected has no 
metal composition in any material used.

There is no metal or plastic pipes used to carry the 
water to the Mivka’os and Boiros. 

All floor tiles used in the Mikva’os are smooth 
without any indentations.

Every Boir Zeriah and Hashoka is a Boir Al Gav Boir.

The Boir Zeria is divided in two with a 10cm hole in 
the divider to join the Boir Al Gav Boir. Each Boir 
holds 40 Soah.

The Boir Zeria was built in such a way that the mains 
water supply mixes well within the Boir.

Each Mikvah has a wide bottom step, 
to accommodate users of any height. 

All Boiros are filled with only rain water.

At least one Mikvah is filled only with rain water.

The first flow of water from the oitzer goes to waste, 
so no Boir is filled הווייתו ע''י אדם.

All stoppers used in the oitzer and gully are wood or 
cork only rather than plastic or silicone.
